PUBLIC ROOMS

Foyer & Gallery

Double true divided light front doors and matching sidelights
open to a classic foyer with floating formal staircase; floors in
diagonally set oak in a parquet pattern defined with honed
marble borders; beveled edge glass pocket doors open to
the receiving gallery with coffered ceiling and three sets of
French doors to the central courtyard garden; honed marble
finishes the floor in a series of blocked patterns

Living Room

Grand formal venue has a coffered cathedral ceiling with
up-lit corbel details above oak floors in a wide parquet
pattern; multiple French doors include an arched display at
one end looking out to the beech tree forest; three hidden
closets provide abundant storage space; focal-point fireplace
outlined in honed marble and traditional mantelpiece flanked
by French doors to a garden terrace

Sun Room

A more casual bright and light gathering area continues the
floor design from the living room and features three sets of
French doors to the gardens; tray ceiling with uplighting and
chandelier; the adjoining hallway has double glass carriage
doors to the central courtyard plus French doors to a flexible-
use room for office or second wine cellar

Wine Room/Office
Walk through French doors into this conditioned room, which
is ready to be a walk-in wine cellar or additional office

Formal Dining Room

Scaled for large gatherings with oak floors set diagonally
within the same square pattern beneath a coffered ceiling
mirroring the square pattern; chandelier, wainscot with
integrated hidden storage, walls with hidden storage, plus
multiple French doors to the rear terrace and to the central
courtyard; a gas-log fireplace is outlined in layers of honed
marble and a hand-carved mantelpiece with rosette and
dentil design

Kitchen and Casual Dining Area

The kitchen family room opens directly onto the courtyard
as well as onto the formal and family entertaining patios;
white cabinetry is topped in honed limestone, including

two oversized islands, one with butt-jointed marble inlays
on the countertop; backsplashes in handmade tile with a
relief pattern of various fruits; second oversized island with
elevated breakfast bar with inlaid feature strip of decorative
mosaic tiles; large walk-in pantry; day office with built-in
desk; large casual dining area with fireplace

Appliances: Viking gas range with electric oven; pot filler;
second Viking oven; two Miele dishwashers; Panasonic
convection/micro oven; KitchenAid compactor; Sub-Zero
refrigerator; Sub-Zero freezer drawers; Sub-Zero refrigerator
and Sub-Zero freezer in adjoining pantry

Family Room

Fully open to the kitchen beneath a glass-topped cathedral
ceiling; three sets of French doors open to the central
courtyard plus a gas-log fireplace flanked by French doors
to the rear gardens and pool; entire wall of built-in cabinetry
with integrated media; hardwood floors extend throughout

Media/Family Room 2

A more intimate gathering room with wall of cabinetry
designed for media, built-in workstation, and pocket door
enclosure and large picture windows overlooking side gardens

Office

Fully customized cabinetry on four sides plus center island,
including 3 integrated workstations with retractable keyboard
trays; French doors open to the side terrace looking over the
pollinator garden and fountain, and to the central courtyard

Library

Nesting doors from the office and French doors to the foyer
hallway; parquet wood floor, wall of built-in cabinetry, plus
French doors to the side terrace overlooking the pollinator
garden and fountain, and to the central courtyard

Primary Suite

Double door entrance, sitting area with gas-log fireplace
flanked by recessed custom cabinetry, and three sets of French
doors to a balcony overlooking great lawn and view of the
western hills; spacious all limestone bath has a large Jacuzzi
tub, steam shower for two with dual entrances, separate
vanities, banquette seating, and private room with commode
and bidet; 2 tremendous, fully customized walk-in closets

Bedroom Suite 2

Located next to the primary suite, and ideal for a nursery,
with French doors to the balcony, walk-in customized closet,
and en suite bath with tub and overhead shower

Additional Bedroom Suites 3, 4, 5, and 6

Four very sizable bedrooms each with walk-in customized
closet, three with French doors to a balcony, and two with
